Savannah E-days: Many Gains and a Big Loss 

This year the turn had come to SACC-Georgia to host the annual Entrepreneurial Days 
conference, which SACC-Chicago organized in Chicago back in April 2007.  Over 70 delegates 
from Swedish companies and economic development organizations came to Savannah, and 
many more U.S. companies and government representatives were also present to make new 
contacts and promote trade between Sweden and the United states.   
  
Savannah welcomed Swedish and U.S. guests alike with a great measure of Southern 
hospitality.   Amongst others, representatives from the city, the Savannah Economic Development Authority, its 
economic development organization, and the Savannah College for Art and Design opened their arms to SACC 
by sponsoring the Entrepreneurial Days, but also welcoming conference participants for events at historic 
buildings throughout the city, and reserving one of Savannah's beautiful squares for a private banquet dinner.  
  
The focus of this year's event was on Cleantech, Bio-energy, and raising capital in a challenging  financial market, 
but there were also programs devoted to industries such as logistics and industrial design.  One of the highlights of 
the Entrepreneurial Days was the signing of a strategic partnership agreement between the cities of Savannah and 
Växjö.  Växjö has been recognized as the greenest city in Europe, and Savannah is now starting the pursuit of 
becoming the greenest city in Georgia. 
  
While participants left the conference with many new contacts and many more ideas, the last day of the event 
was taken aback by the sudden and tragic passing of Nils-Eric Svensson, a representative for Region Skåne, and a 
long-time supporter of SACC.  Nils-Eric was hit by a vehicle while crossing the street in down town Savannah. 
During an impromptu memorial service held on Wednesday morning, Viveka Wahlstedt, the chairman for SACC-
USA, referred to Nils-Eric as the "biggest American," referring not only to his height, but also his burning support 
for Swedish-American trade and the tremendous amount of himself that he gave to that cause. 
 
 The planning of the 2010 E-Days are already under way.  SACC Seattle will be the host city next year, and the 
event is planned to coincide with the Swedish Week in May 2010 that is being planned by the Honorary Consulate 
of Sweden in Seattle.

The host company is not required to pay a stipend, but 
SACC-USA encourages the host company to pay a monthly 
stipend to cover living expenses in the area. The host com-
pany may pay for travel, insurance, housing, car, cell phone, 
etc. in addition to or instead of a stipend.
